	DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	1. On the agenda as new business are two related items. 1) Setting the time and date of the budget hearing (June 17, 2010 @6:30PM) and 2) the annual appropriation ordinance. The total proposed budget is approximately $1,000.00 less than this year and will not require a Truth-In-Taxation hearing. The total assessed valuation for this year is $147,346,000, an increase of slightly less than 3 million dollars. The proposed budget is included in the board packet. 
2. The new edition of the Illinois Library Laws has been published. Paula will be distributing them at the board meeting as attendance prizes. 
3. Parts and pieces ordered for the Gates’ grant have begun to arrive. None of the computers have been delivered. Dustin is currently working on the wireless network. He has installed some new 17 inch monitors and the new power strips.  

4. Income tax service ends for us on April 13, 2010. It was its usual success.
5. We are down to two sections of VHS tapes. By the end of the year they will just be a memory of obsolete technology. 
6. Jocie is forging her way through the library card application file. Discarding old application and linking the accounts of family members.    
7. Youth Services: The movie for March family movie night was 101 Dalmatians. I was pleased with the attendance of 20 children and adults. April’s movie will be Disney’s new release the Princess and the Frog. The monthly SWAYS meeting will be held this month at Louis Latzer Memorial Public Library in Highland. The agenda for this month’s meeting will be a discussion of the ILA’s youth services forum to be held in May at the LCLS system. SWAYS members will do a 10-15minute presentation based on several books and activities that we can use in our own Library’s story time and/or summer reading program. Story time for March was the St. Patrick’s theme. Five books were read, and color sheets were distributed for the children to decorate. Eight were in attendance. Story time for April was focused on wind, kites, and pinwheels. I read a variety of books on the above-mentioned subjects. One child even volunteered to read to the others while we were having our craft activity. They enjoyed making their own pinwheels. A kite and a “real” pinwheel were given as door prizes. There were 14 in attendance. Summer reading registration will being Monday, May 24th through Saturday, June 12th. Summer reading program will begin Monday, June 14th and our finale will be Tuesday, July 20th. I have finalized 3 performers. Back by popular demand are the top performers that participated last summer: Reptile Experience, Mad Science, and the St. Louis Zoo. Each will utilize our theme “Scare up a Good Book”. I am looking to finalize two more performers. I have ordered and received decorations and craft activities – to decorate the youth area. Also received by packet of supplies from ILA. Some items include book logs, posters, stickers, and small prize items. This month I have been invited to 2 schools to have a booth promoting the summer reading program, youth services, and our library in general. Next week I will be going to Roxana High School (since mans of our patrons new and old live in the Rosewood Heights area and attend Roxana Schools). Later in the month Il will be returning to Eastwood Elementary to man a booth for their family literacy night. I am not sure when “The Village Newsletter” is printed, but looking forward to seeing the article and photo about the Dr. Seuss birthday party/story time that was held last month.
