	DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	1. Building: a) It is with great sorrow that I must announce the passing of the main H/Vac unit. It died on August 3rd with a temperature of 102. This is the unit that has had many past repairs and transfusions of Freon. Cause of death was a failed compressor, cracked coil and one crimped coil. The crimped coil was caused by a broken fan belt that hit the coil. A new unit was ordered and hopefully will be installed the week of the 9th. The new unit is last year’s model and is 25 tons. The dead unit was 20 tons. Hopefully the increase in tonnage will put less strain on the replacement unit. Total funeral cost $17,800.00. Age at time of death – 15 years. b) Bathrooms: men’s room sink is cracked, faucet ant stems corroded, flush valves bad and on and on. The bathrooms have mostly original equipment from 1976. The proposal that Kane and Andy came up with is included in the board packet.  
2. Annual State report and Per Capita Grant have been completed. They await signatures from various board members before submission to the State Library. 
3. I am now up to weeding in 641 (cook books). Dustin is   almost caught up with the shifting and Joe is following, revising what remains. Progress is slow due to lack of book sales and the heat/humidity in that part of the building. 

4. Jordan transferred to the summer youth worker program as    of the last week in July. Our other worker obtained through  the program is Johnna Pinnow. Johnna is 19, has two   children, lives in Granite City and is working with Maury. 
5. The book club selection for August is “Devil in White City”. . A non-fiction work concerning a serial killer active in   Chicago during the World’s Fair.  
6. As of this writing there is nothing to report concerning the Olin tax protest.
7. Talks among the Four Southern and Central Library systems continue with nothing concrete decided. 
8. The GateNet membership (automation) is in the process of considering forming a 501.C3 non-profit corporation      thereby legally separating automation services from what is left of the Library System services.
9. Dustin is now ordering new DVD releases and Jocie is maintaining the “New DVD” board.  
10. Youth Services: The family movie night for July was the    new release “The Spy Nest Door”. There were 15 in attendance. Next month the “diary of a Wimpy Kid” will be shown. I’ve been so busy with the summer reading program. Our last performer was Babaloo, a musical performance.    He’s very hands-on, and the children were able to participate with dancing, singing, and playing drums. He brought big, empty, plastic paint containers that served as drums. They especially love his bubble machine. The St. Louis Zoo came      back on July 26th and was able to bring the animals. They brought a rabbit, frog, snake and a screech owl. All the children were able to pet each animal. The summer reading club officially ended with a pizza party and prizes at its   finale. However, due to the popularity of the craft/story time each week, I have added extra dates until school starts. We have had a make-craft time, made monster mobiles, bat sack puppets, and monster masks. This week we’ll be making      sun visors, and next week the kids will make mouse bookmarks that coincide with going back to school.   Donations received from area business were: East Alton’s    Ice Rink skating passes, waterslide/pool passes from Wood River Recreation Center, waterslide passes from Grafton’s Raging Rivers, free kids meals from Edwardsville’s Red  Robin Restaurant, $50.00 cash donation from Wood River Masonic Lodge, and 16 St. Louis Cardinals baseball tickets. Thank you letters were sent to each last week. As     “Grandma” Mayme Ford from the Foster Grandparent Program is ending her summer work here, I have added Miss Johnna Pinnow   from the Madison county Youth & Employment Training program. She will be helping me with the youth services programs. Presently she has only been here for a couple days but has already displayed great potential. I will be partnering with the Boys & Girls Club and the 21st Century Community Learning Center at the East Alton  Middle School. During the summer reading program the    boys & girls from this club participated in offered      instruction on basic library skills. They were also able to participate in the opportunities we offered such as the “Mad Science” event, St Louis Zoo, and the Reptile Experience. Teacher Amy Hosford and I will meet soon to plan    upcoming events for these children to be held at the library.
