	DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	1. I would like to thank the staff for pitching during my recent illness. Work schedules were abruptly changed, lives rearranged, and duties traded, all in a successful effort to insure the public was served. Extra personnel/expenses were incurred, but I always budget for an emergency. I never thought I would be the cause. A recovery period of approximately of to three months will be necessary to completely recover from the neurogical damage caused by the sepsis. It is humbling to think that one day I would need to rely upon all the handicapped modifications that have been made to the building. Also, Andy needs to be thanked for coming up with a way to put a basket on my walker. He was unable to rig up a cup holder.

2. The Madison County Board of Review met on December 15, 2009 regarding Olin’s appeal of assessed valuation for the tax year 2009. The Board of Review refused to change the valuation of any of the Olin parcels.

3. The District’s Annual Financial Report (AFR) was submitted to the office of the State Comptroller on 12/28/09. A copy will be in the correspondence file. 

4. Dustin is working on the Facebook page.

5. Senior citizens income tax service began of February 1, 2010. The preparers are here on Monday and Tuesday from 10 AM to 2:30 PM.

6. I have received notice from the Secretary of State’s office that we have been awarded the Per Capita Grant in the amount of $15,105.13 for the FY 2010. The grant was funded at a rate of $1.02 per resident. God only know if or when we will see the money.

7. Freedom of Information Act compliance documents are included in the board packet and will need to be approved, also, the designation of the Director as Compliance Officer will need to be approved. 

8. Our GateNet fees for FY 10/11 will be $8,455.60. This year’s fee is $11,614.06. We saved approximately $3,100.00.

9. Listed as new business is the resolution committing $3,900.00 as our matching funds for the $10,400.00 Gates Foundation Grant. 

10. Youth Services: Movie night for December was attended by 11. Disney’s Santa’s Buddies was shown. Prizes and snacks of punch and Christmas cookies were provided. Surf’s Up movie was shown in January with 11 in attendance also. Various prizes promoting this penguin movie were also given away. SWAYS meetings were held in December and January at Edwardsville Public Library and Mascoutah Public Library, respectively. The agenda was on book discussion and the top ten favorites for all ages of youth. This is a great way to share what books the children are requesting and compare them to several national book reviews. Summer reading discussion if stepping up. In January, 21 showcase performers demonstrated their performances at the LCLS campus. We met some new performers. Due to the economy, performers are charging more. I would like to see if I can get donations from the community to help finance some of our summer reading program since my budget for programming was reduced. I any of you have any helpful suggestions, please contact me. I will be having a Dr. Seuss story time party in March celebrating his birthday. I’m working on getting a policeman and fireman from our area to come and talk to the children and read Dr. Seuss book to them. I will be attending Toddle Town Learning Center later this month. They are teaching the children about various job occupations. I will be reading them several books about children and libraries and talking to them about working in a library. I’ve contacted 11 families who are interested in children’s story time. It looks as if I will hold two story times a month – one in the day time and one in the evening. I’m excited that there (finally) is an interest in this youth program.
