	1. Certificate of renewal of tax exempt property was filed for library district real estate. 
2. The 2009 IMRF annual report will be available at the board meeting. 
3. The levy ordinance and $.02 Building and Maintenance resolution have been prepared and are included in the board packet. 

4. Under my direction, the Staff Decorating committee     purchased a genuine faux leather, hopefully pee-proof,     couch for the magazine area. It was instantly popular. 
5. The summer youth worker program is reactivated.   Participants may work up to 40 hours per week at $10.00     per hour until at least the end of September. I am trying to  shift Joe and Jordan onto the program. 
6. The monthly statistics showed over a 9,000 circulation    count. This is due to the success of the summer Reading Program.
7. Dustin will be loading Windows 7 onto the public     computers. Hopefully this will solve the printing issues that    2 computers have that are using Vista. In a related matter,    one of the old HP computers died and will be replaced using the next installment of the Gate’s Grant.
8. There is no further word about the Olin tax protest.

9. The weeding and shifting of the adult section continues. I     am in 613.2 (diet and exercise).

10. Youth Services: The movie for June was Scooby Doo and       the Reluctant Werewolf. There was a very small attendance – a family of three. They did wonderful performance  even though they weren’t able to bring “live animals” due to the extreme heat. They will be returning soon with “live     animals” at no extra cost. Two craft/story time days were   held that week making vampire necklaces and cat bags.     They enjoy playing the “Hoots and Adders” homemade   game. About 185 attended the performance, and 80 attended the craft days. Reptile Experience came on June 29th. The Reptile Man was a huge success as always. Everyone get to participate in holding or touching snakes, lizards, alligators, tarantulas, and scorpions. Two craft/story time days were   held that week making spider dioramas and spider pops. A New homemade game “Pin the Fangs on Drac”was   introduced and played. About 235 attended the performance, and 80 attended the craft days. The next week two more craft/story time days were held making pirates and skulls   door hangers. About 60 attended these events. They      certainly enjoyed the pirate theme and the new floating duck prize game. We have two more craft/story time days scheduled, one performance from “Babaloo”, then our finale with food and prizes. I will continue to have one craft/story time per week until school starts for those who were not      able to attend the previous craft days. Grandma Myame     Ford from the Foster Grandparent Program has been    assisting me. She has been a great big asset in helping me   with stories, activities, crafts, and performance days. Nikki Cole, an older teenager, has been volunteering on Wednesday’s craft/story time days. She has also been a     great help. An added surprise was receiving a check for   $50.00 from the Wood River Masonic Lodge No. 1062. As always any donations, cash, coupons, etc. Are greatly appreciated.
