	1. The changes in the roof bid were an extra $500.00.

3. I have started a thorough weeding of the adult non-fiction collection. I have withdrawn enough to have a $1.00 a bag book sale. Dustin is a great help with this. 

4. Fund and budget transfer will be distributed at the board meeting.
5. In order to conserve rapidly dwindling funds the Lewis and Clark Library System has laid off all employees not     involved in GateNet (automation system), delivery or technology support. This was 7 full time staff members including the Executive Director and a few part time staff.  The GateNet manager will be the Acting Executive Director as of July 1, 2010.
6. Jocie has finished the adult application file.

7. There is a good possibility that we will change automation systems FY 12/13. The State Library is considering going to a State-wide automation system. I expect them to make an     offer we cannot refuse.

8. There is no further word about the Olin tax protest.

9. Youth Services: The movie for May family movie night was Toy Story 2. Twenty-one children and adults attended. Story time theme for May was Mother’s day. Forty-five children  and adults attended. Explanation of this was in April’s youth services report. The story time theme for June is Father’s   Day. I already held one story time recently with 13 in attendance. I had read to 4 Eastwood Elementary Kindergarten classes during the month of May. There were     7 separate story times, and each had a specific theme. The children walked from the school to the library. This was a great cooperative effort! Summer reading program   registration began and will continue until Sat., June 12th.     The actual program begins the following Monday, June      14th. So far 109 children have registered. Again the theme is “Scare up a Good Book”. Check out the library decorations. We’ve been getting a lot of great compliments. The  performers and craft/activities have been finalized as well.  I’ve included a copy of the agenda. Many preparations have been made for each craft, game, activity, and finger play. “Grandma” Mayme Ford from the foster Grandparent  Program started helping me this week. She will be here to assist me throughout the summer reading program. I have been in direct communication with Larry Thatcher from the ice hockey rink. He has prepared and presented to me 125 free   ice skating vouchers for our SRC children. It was a great donation. Red Robin Restaurant has also given me free kids meal certificates for children completing the reading   program. I am trying to get a few more donations from area businesses. All-in-all the plans for the summer reading program are coming along greatly.
