	DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	1. The mansard roof is falling down. The nailing boards are rotted, nails corroded and the cedar shakes are falling. This constitutes a safety hazard. Andy has worked with three roofers for bids. The lowest bid does not conform to the prevailing wage restrictions and is thus invalid. The second lowest bid is $6,680.00, which includes tearing off and installing plywood and architectural roofing shingles. The mansard is decorative and not functional. This bid is from Advanced Construction. These are the two items on New Business. 
2. Gates Computer Grant: the computers ordered with the grant have been installed. The printer originally ordered for the grant was, after much discussion, given to Darlene to use. I took Darlene’s old printer and a new Dell was ordered under the grant. My new computer (laptop) was installed and I am currently receiving Windows 7 lessions from Dustin. Also purchased under the grant were several books and a DVD for Windows 7.
3. There is a supplement to the Illinois Library Laws that will be distributed at the board meeting.   

4. On May 11, 2010 we received a replacement tax check in the amount of $10,248.10.
5. There is no further word on the Olin assessment protest.  
6. Former patron Steven Wyatt has been banned from the Edwardsville Library. This is his third library banning. East Alton and Wood River being the other two.    
7. Jocie is now in the “S” section of the application file. Many patrons have moved and between the expired and moved, the removal of cards is freeing space. 

8. I was informed by IMRF that the district has not submitted an Early Retirement Incentive resolution. I will prepare the resolution for the next board meeting for passage. This resolution does not obligate the District to anything. Each early retirement would need to be acted upon individually.

9. The May Book Club selection is “A Time to Kill” by John Grisham.

10. Jocie worked 4 hours extra on May 13th due to scheduled class visits by teachers. I cannot think of a better reason for added staff.

11. Youth Services: The movie for April family movie night was Disney’s Princess and the Frog. With cookies and milk as snacks, thirty-six children and adults attended. I attended the ILA Youth Services forum at the LCLS system. Approximately 15 presenters from our own SWAYS members demonstrated story time crafts, activities, and books for use in summer reading or other story time programs. This workshop was absolutely great. I have received a lot of new material that I’m excited about using. This will be the last SWAYS meeting until September. The story time theme for May was Mother’s Day. The 45 children and adults who turned out for this event were very enthusiastic. Books were read and gifts for “mom” were made. Each child made a Mother’s Day card and a potpourri sachet bag for their mothers/grandmothers. Hint: Ask Richard about the card!! There are seven story times scheduled specifically for the Eastwood Elementary Kindergarten classes during the month of May. Weather permitting the children walk from the school. At each story time I will have approximately 40-45 children attending. I have had three groups so far and continued with the Mother’s Day theme. Future books/topics will be farm animals, friends/sharing, colors, and teacher/school themes. The Kindergarten teacher and I agree that we want to continue this cooperated effort at the beginning of the next school year. The current “Village Newsletter” was printed. A copy of the article is attached to this report. Flyers regarding the summer reading program registration are being distributed to our local pre-schools, elementary schools, and middle schools. Registration begins May 24th. I will be having Mayme Ford from the Foster Grandmothers to assist me this bummer. The program pays her 15 hours a week. I will be working out a schedule for her and am grateful for her help. I attended Roxana High School’s first annual “Parent & Community Learning Institute” on April 13th. This fair was to provide the community with information about local services and resources. There were at least 50 community booths, exhibits, and planned activities for the public. I provided brochures, bookmarks, free books (discarded), and a candy guessing jar. The information was not only about the youth services programs (i.e. story items, family movie night, summer reading program) but included information about all the services our library provides. The last special fair that I attended was “Family Literacy Night” at Eastwood Elementary School. This is always a fun event. I enjoy giving out free books to each child. I have been saving old discarded books throughout the year. The children thoroughly enjoyed receiving a book whether is old or new. Again, I have a candy guessing jar which is a great way to draw them to my table. I had lots of information and flyers to hand out about the summer reading program and other youth service programs available to them. I have received a little feedback from area businesses. The Wood River Parts & Recreation has donated two waterslide/pool passes. Also, Raging Rivers has donated two waterslide passes as prizes for the summer reading program. I should be receiving more donations soon.
