2. The Per Capita Grant was finally disbursed on August 28th into the Illinois funds account. The amount was $17,896.57. 

3. I signed the contract for the computer grant from the Gates Foundation. Unfortunately, the State is the disbursement agent. This grant is a two-year process and is for approximately $12,000.00. My hope is that the money is disbursed before I retire.  
4. I am currently working on the FY09/10 Per Capita Grant. This will be ready for signatures at the board meeting.

6. We were given a used computer. I am using the monitor, keyboard and mouse. The tower is set aside as a spare.
