	DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	1. The per capita grant was disbursed in the amount of $17,909.89.
2.  A replacement tax check in the amount of $18,185.70 was received from the State Treasurer via the Village Clerk.
3. A draft on the parking lot agreement is included in the board packet.
4. The job description for the Youth Services Provider is included in the board packet. This will be included in the  08/09 FY.
5. The hours for income tax service will be extended next year. The preparers are simply overwhelmed. They are planning to begin at 10AM and go until 3PM.
6. There is no further word on the Olin Tax Appeals. They are not on the PTAB agenda for May 2008.
7. Andy is still working on getting a proposal for a door assist  for the entryway and foyer doors. Slayden has been out and    is waiting to hear from the manufacturer and electrician.   Andy tells me the electrical will not be a problem.
8. We have been notified by IMRF that Diane Moreland has terminated her participation in IMRF and $11,175.70 was disbursed. 
9. The quilt display is from the collection of Sally and her  mother Dorothy.
10. DJ’s report: The book club book for the month is Elmore Leonard’s “The Hot Kid”. We’ve now increased our total numbers to nine with seven members in regular attendance.
